
The project will provide critical corridor improvements, connect the regional bikeway, and 
implement Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), connecting Boulder County with Larimer and Weld 
counties. The planned improvements promote safe, ef�cient, and equitable mobility 
options for people and goods traveling by car, truck, transit, bicycle, and on foot. These 
improvements are essential to the improved prosperity�and sustainability of the region.��
